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School Rules (A Few Guidelines for Student Behavior)

1 Courtesy
Students should always try to maintain dignity and be careful in their choice of words or attitudes toward
others.

2 Learning
(1) Students should regard classes as important and attend all classes. They should be well mannered. They
should be seated and prepared for the class before the bell rings.

(2) Students should try to do their best during examinations and obey the following rules:
Do not cheat in an examination.
Do not borrow pencils or erasers from nearby students.
Do not bring anything except writing materials into the classroom.
Do not leave the room during the examination.

3 Attendance and Absence

(1) Students should be at school before the first bell rings. They should not be late for school or absent from
school.

(2) Parents are asked to notify their children's homeroom teacher beforehand when illness or other problems
cause their children to be absent from school or late for school.

(3) When illness prevents a student from attending school for more than one week, it is necessary to present a
medical certificate from a doctor.

(4) Absence due to mourning is not counted as normal absence. Students are excused from attendance as follows:

Desth of a student's parent maximum 5 days
Death of a student's grandparent or sibling maximum 3 days
Desth of a student's uncle or aunt 1 day
Buddhist service for his or her deceased parent 1 day

(5) Students are also excused from attendance, but such absences are counted in the final record of lesson
absencesin the following cases:
Participating in a game or acompetition as a school representative in extracurricular activities
Participating in an event as a school representative
(6) When a storm warning is announced by the local weather bureau owing to bad weather such as typhoons,
students should obey the following rules:
If astorm warning is canceled two hours before school starts, classes will start as usual.
If astorm warning is canceled by 11:00 am. (Saturday, by 8:30 am.), classes will start two hours after the
warning is canceled.
If astorm warning is still in effect after 11:00 am. (Saturday, after 8:30 am.), classes are canceled.

4 Traffic Safety
Students should respect life most of all, and willingly observe traffic manners, rules, and regulations.  Students
should take every precaution not to get involved in traffic accidents. They should not injure themselves or
other people.
(1) Students must commute to school by bicycle, by public transportation, or on foot; not by car or motorcycle.
(2) Cyclists must abide by the following rules:
Only students with the school's permission may come to school by bicycle.
Students should wear raincoats on rainy days. They should not use umbrellas while riding bicycles.
Students must put permission stickers on their bicycles.
(3) Students are not allowed to get adriver'slicense.
(4) When students get involved in traffic accidents, they should submit the relevant reports to the school as soon
aspossible.
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5 Clothes
Students should:

(2) only wear the designated school uniforms.

(2) wear canvas shoes or black leather shoes.

(3) wear white socks, and girls may wear natura tone stockings.

(4) not wear accessories such as pierced earrings.

(5) wear the designated dippers in the school buildings.

(6) wear summer or winter uniform during the following periods:
Winter school uniform October 1st to May 31st
Summer school uniform June 1st to September 30th

6 Hair
Hair styles should be suitable for high school students. Hair should be clean, neat and well groomed. The
following are not permitted:
Permed hair
Dyed or bleached hair

7 Others

(1) When going out, students should carry their student handbooks. They should not drop in at unsuitable or
dangerous places for high school students.

(2) Students are not alowed to stay away from home or stay at other students homes without permission.

(3) When students go on artrip for more than two days, they must submit in advance the relevant parental consent
forms.

(4) Climbing mountains or camping without suitable supervision is not permitted.

(5) In principle, working part-time is not permitted. If necessary for economic reasons, the students should get
permission from the school.

(6) Students must not drink, smoke, useillegal drugs, or engagein other anti-social activities.
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
